The hardest fal l chore is
cutting back on the watering. I am
almost obsessive with watering and it is
difficult to cut back. I keep on working
on it though, keep on trying to water
more throughly, but less often. I t works
for a whi le, but then the weather
warms up and I 'm back to my old
habits. I just have this unreasonable
fear of that the plants wi l l suffer from
being too dry. Experience and most of
our speakers would beg to differ, the
orchids seem to do better with a l ittle
neglect, but reason seems to have l ittle
to do with it. Now maybe if I could just
get a real greenhouse where I could
keep the humidity above the 35% I saw
today. . .Of course that just might make
the over watering that much worse.
